FULL REFEREE COURSE

THE WORKS! If you want to be a fully qualified referee this is the course for you........ This course is designed to give you a full appreciation of the Laws of the Game and includes the practical advice needed to successfully manage a game of football whatever age or standard of competition you are looking to officiate. It also includes guidance and advice on how to be a competent Assistant Referee. 

There will be some pre-course studying to undertake, which allows the training sessions to be more realistically based on the practicalities of being a referee. 

At the end of this intensive course you will undertake simple multiple choice examinations, of which successful completion will be the first steps to you achieving the status of a qualified Junior Referee Level 7 (age over 16) or Youth Referee Level 8 (age 14 to 16), with an appropriate certificate presented. You will need to undertake FA Safeguarding Children Training and a FA Criminal Records Bureau Check if not already done.

You will also receive a FA Welcome Pack including advice booklets specifically produced for Referees.

PARENT REFEREE SKILLS COURSE   
This involves 1 session of 2½ hours approximate duration covering all the essential skills needed to take control of a youth match when no official referee has been appointed.  This is perfect if you a parent who could referee their matches; an appropriate is certificate presented.

This is the course for you if you are a parent wanting to referee 11 a side football when no official referee has been appointed or just looking to learn more about the game and get a qualification!

MINI SOCCER REFEREE SKILLS
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This involves 1 session of approximately 2½ hours duration covering all the essential skills needed to take control of a mini soccer match, with an appropriate certificate presented.
